Whether a waste is
hazardous is determined by the waste
generator. 

A waste generator is financially
responsible for proper disposal of its
hazardous waste and for cleaning up the
effects of improper disposal.

Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCB’s)

Sources
Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCB's) were
used extensively before 1978 as
additives to dielectric and cooling oil.
PCB's traditionally were used in electrical
applications and are found in most
electrical equipment, including:
transformers, ballasts, capacitors, circuit
breakers, switches, bushings and cable.

Regulatory Requirements
Material containing at least 50 ppm
PCB’s are regulated under the Toxic
Substance Control Act (TSCA). This Act
provides requirements for manufacturing,
processing, distribution, use, disposal,
storage and marking of PCB’s and items
containing PCB’s.

Lamps and bulbs like fluorescent, high
intensity discharge, (mercury vapor, high-
pressure sodium, metal halide), neon and
other specialty lamps

Regulatory Requirements
Many lamps and bulbs that contain
mercury, sodium or lead may be
considered hazardous waste. Under
Subtitle C of the Federal Resource
Conservation Recovery Act (RCRA),
hazardous waste must be properly
identified, stored, transported, treated and
disposed of. Additionally, a number of
states have banned the disposal of
mercury containing lamps. Alternate
management standards for the recycling of
lamps may be available under the
Universal Waste Rules.
